The Alliance came into being as a result of the amalgamation of Brisbane Inner South Divison (BISDIV) and Bayside GP Division. Associate Membership was introduced to BISDIV in 2002.  Established in 1993, BISDIV’s mission statement was to enhance General Practice within the community. Its goal was to improve services to members; improve GP and patient interaction; assist GPs to improve identified and relevant population health outcomes; to maintain an effective organisation; and to continue to ensure high standards of corporate governance.
